Junior Job descriptions

Coaching coordinator – oversees the content of the ten week program, ensure games are running smoothly, children/coaches are happy, children/coaches are developing. Communicates to children, parents and coaches.

Secretary - attends the trailer and assists with parents queries and administer/delegate first aid if required, including logging any injuries in accident report book. Manages game day files. Creates and update databases. 

Coach/ game leader -  to follow ten week program and abide by Small Sided Football Code of Conduct. Responsible for marking out their field and managing equipment ie balls, bibs, cones. 

Team manager - works with coaches to records attendance, and liaises with secretary to ensure all registration are paid and new children recorded. In collaboration with coach washes bibs and assists with session if required. Distributes any additional information as presented by secretary.

Sponsorship/Grant Applications – someone to look for opportunities for sponsorship to help subsidise costs.
